Using the criteria established through the College Educational Technology Forum (ETF) I am calling for the Innovative Educational Technology Proposals for 2009/2010.  These proposals will be ranked by the ETF Innovative Proposals Committee, who will make recommendations for funding to ETF.

An innovative project is one that uses educational technology to substantially advance or transform the instructional environment or instructional support of an area or discipline.  A project must be of a developmental, investigative, or experimental character, be new to the College as a whole or a novel use of an existing technology at the College, and be consistent with the values of the College.  This fund is not meant to support ongoing or expansion of ongoing activities financed through the normal capital budget process.
This definition, along with other criteria listed on the proposal form, will be used to guide selection of successful proposals. Individuals or groups putting forth a proposal will be required to present their submission to the ETF Innovative Proposals Committee. At this time, the proposal author(s) can address any questions or points which require clarification.

Innovative Project funds can be used to support Capital needs (hardware, software) for Innovative Educational Technology Projects.  These funds do not include money for Operational needs, such as personnel costs or on-going support expenses.

Attached is a proposal form which includes the criteria which will be used by the ETF Innovative Projects Committee to rank proposals.  It is also available from Alba Caporale in Administration.    
The deadline for proposals is Monday, January 5, 2009 at 4:00 PM.  Completed proposals should be sent to Paul O’Connor, Science and Technology, NWC.
Individuals or groups putting forth a proposal will be required to present their submission to the ETF Innovative Proposals Committee on January 9, 2009. We will e-mail the main contact person with a specific time.
